STOP’s Spay/Neuter Program, Veterinarian Participation

STOP is a nonprofit organization, all-volunteer, with 501(c)(3) status from the Internal Revenue Service.  Formed in 2000, we pay $20-$40 toward spaying and neutering of pets in order to reduce the number of dogs and cats that are killed at Alaska’s animal control shelters.  We raise money for the program through fundraisers, donations, memberships to the organization, and corporate, public agency, and private grants.
Since October 2002, we have sent out nearly 2000 vouchers and have focused our efforts on the Mat-Su Valley and Anchorage.  Most of the vouchers were used at the Alaska SPCA mobile spay-neuter clinic, but as you may have heard, the SPCA mobile clinic closed its doors on January 21, 2005.  Because of the closure, many pet owners will need to utilize the services of other Mat-Su Borough veterinarians.  We at STOP believe that our discount vouchers are needed more than ever and wish to team up with more local vets.  

The purpose of this letter is to request that you join us in our mission of eliminating pet overpopulation in Alaska.  Many of our clients would like to use their own veterinarian for the program or do not have access to the low-cost SPCA spay-neuter clinic in Anchorage.  But, with your help, as an Alaskan veterinarian, we can expand our program and cover the need that the closing of the mobile clinic has created and possibly be the first state in the U.S. not to have a pet overpopulation problem!  

We would like to include your clinic in our list of participating veterinarians, and we hope that you will mail or fax the enclosed form to us right away.  All we need is the form returned to us, and your agreement to bill us for the amount on the voucher (the client pays the balance).  Our vouchers pay $20 (male cat), $30 (female cat and male dog) and $40 (female dog).  Please note that we pay all bills immediately upon receiving them.  Your paperwork should be minimal; most veterinarian offices send a hand written form once a month that lists the voucher number, client name, amount on voucher that STOP is responsible for, and the total amount due for all vouchers that month (see example form attached).

Our program works in the following way:

1. We distribute spay-neuter applications at various businesses and events, as well as through the mail and our web site www.alaskastop.org.  

2. Pet owners call 746-SPAY or write us for a free voucher, which we mail to them and which can be used at the participating veterinarians.  The pet owners will then make the appointment with you for the discounted spaying and neutering.

3. You will bill us directly each month for the amount on the voucher.  Additional charges, such as rabies vaccinations, will be paid by the client at the time of the appointment, as STOP only pays for spay-neuter surgeries.  We prefer to pay all bills on a monthly basis, but can arrange to may more frequently if needed.
4.   Note that STOP only issues checks to veterinary clinics, not to pet owners, so we must be billed by your clinic.
